And when they had done
this they netted such a huge number of fish that their nets began to tear, so they
signalled to their companions in the other boat to come and help them; when these
came, they filled the two boats to sinking point.

When Simon Peter saw this he fell at the knees of Jesus saying, 'Leave me, Lord; | am
a sinful man.' For he and all his companions were completely overcome by the catch
they had made; so also were James and John, sons of Zebedee, who were Simon's
partners. But Jesus said to Simon, 'Do not be afraid; from now on it is men you will
catch.' Then, bringing their boats back to land, they left everything and followed
him.

Reflection on the Readings Liturgy Brisbane

One of the most humbling aspects of the ordained ministry is the Sacrament of
Reconciliation—a place often misunderstood. Far from being a place of shame, it is a
place of grace, love, and homecoming.

In this sacred encounter, we are reminded of our own human frailty—the times of
frustration, fear, and missed opportunities for charity. Yet, Scripture shows that

God’s call has never been based on perfection:
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Noah was a drunk; Moses was stubborn. Jeremiah felt too young; Jonah ran away.
Peter denied Christ, and Paul persecuted Christians. Despite their weaknesses, each
was called—and transformed—by God'’s grace.

St Paul reminds us: “My grace is sufficient for you, for my power is made perfect in
weakness.” The question is not “Are we qualified?” but “Are we humble enough to
let God’s power work through us?”

In today’s readings, Isaiah, Peter, and Paul had life-changing encounters with God.
Each felt unworthy but responded to the call. Isaiah’s purification came through
burning coal, Moses through the burning bush, and Peter and Paul through Christ’s
invitation to reconciliation.

Our Catholic tradition helps us encounter God in profound personal ways—through
Scripture, Sacraments, prayer, and community. Each time we celebrate the Eucharist,
we are renewed and sent forth as beacons of light in the world.

Isaiah, Peter, and Paul didn’t let their flaws hold them back. Instead, they allowed
God’s grace to fill their weakness.

Today, that same voice calls out to us: “Come, follow me.” The Human Resources
department of heaven works in mysterious and wonderful ways. We have each been
offered a mission. Will we accept it?

Often we come across people who are
discouraged, pessimistic and cynical about the future, as if
nothing could possibly bring them happiness.

“For all of us, may the Jubilee be an opportunity to be renewed in hope. God’s word
helps us find reasons for that hope. Taking it as our guide, let us return to the
message that the Apostle Paul wished to communicate to the Christians of Rome,”
continued the pope.

The Year of Jubilee follows the Year of Prayer in 2024, which was declared by the
pope on Jan. 21. Since then, Pope Francis has urged the faithful to pray for peace,
especially amidst the wars in Ukraine, Israel, and Palestine. The Dicastery for
Evangelization released a free “Teach Us to pray” guidebook for the Catholic
faithful.

The building we gather in for Eucharist is correctly called the house of the
Church. It is the house where we, the faithful, gather. The building is important
because of the people.

Preparing for Eucharist will differ for each person. Preparing the readings before
coming is an excellent practice to adopt. Once in the house with our companion
missionary disciples, time spent praying for those who will celebrate the
Eucharist with you, for the ministers, the presider is time well spent.
