ReflecƟon on the Readings Liturgy Brisbane  
 
In 2024, over a million young people gathered in Lisbon for World Youth Day, led by 
Pope Francis. People from all walks of life came—rich and poor, curious and faithful, 
united by a hunger for Christ and truth. 
 
This reminds us of today’s Gospel, where crowds from all regions gathered to hear 
Jesus’ first great sermon. As Jesus looked at them, what did he see? His inaugural 
teaching on being “blessed” was radical. The original Greek word means being fully 
saƟsfied—receiving God’s favour, regardless of circumstances. 
 
Jesus links true happiness to hardship, struggle, and even suffering, rather than 
prosperity or popularity. He isn’t condemning good things in life. But wealth, health, 
and praise can’t saƟsfy our deepest desires. These are things we can achieve 
ourselves, making us self-reliant instead of God-reliant. 
 
As Jeremiah said, those who trust only in themselves become like dry shrubs with no 
roots or fruit. But those who trust in God are like trees planted by streams, 
unshaken by the heat of trials. 
 
This lesson challenges us. We oŌen believe that the right mix of possessions, power, 
and praise will create heaven on earth. But what happens when these fail? Jesus 
reminds us that the only lasƟng foundaƟon is our friendship with God. 
 
Are we sƟll hungry enough for Jesus, or are we saƟsfied with the world’s 
offerings? Let us pray for the faith to hear and live these words: “Blessed are you 
who are poor; yours is the kingdom of God.”

and his kingdom will have no end. 
I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, 
who proceeds from the Father and the Son, 
who with the Father and the Son is adored and glorified, 
who has spoken through the prophets.

I confess one Baptism for the forgiveness of sins 
and I look forward to the resurrection of the dead 
and the life of the world to come.

2025 Jubilee Year of Hope  

“Everyone knows what it is to hope,” said Pope Francis. “In 
the heart of each person, hope dwells as the desire and 
expectation of good things to come, despite our not 
knowing what the future may bring. Even so, uncertainty 
about the future may at times give rise to conflicting 
feelings, ranging from confident trust to apprehensiveness, 
from serenity to anxiety, from firm conviction to hesitation 
and doubt. Often we come across people who are 
discouraged, pessimistic and cynical about the future, as if 

nothing could possibly bring them happiness.  
 
“For all of us, may the Jubilee be an opportunity to be renewed in hope. God’s word 
helps us find reasons for that hope. Taking it as our guide, let us return to the 
message that the Apostle Paul wished to communicate to the Christians of Rome,” 
continued the pope.   
 
The Year of Jubilee follows the Year of Prayer in 2024, which was declared by the 
pope on Jan. 21. Since then, Pope Francis has urged the faithful to pray for peace, 
especially amidst the wars in Ukraine, Israel, and Palestine. The Dicastery for 
Evangelization released a free “Teach Us to pray” guidebook for the Catholic 
faithful.

The building we gather in for Eucharist is correctly called the house of the 
Church. It is the house where we, the faithful, gather. The building is important 
because of the people. 
 
Preparing for Eucharist will differ for each person. Preparing the readings before 
coming is an excellent pracƟce to adopt. Once in the house with our companion 
missionary disciples, Ɵme spent praying for those who will celebrate the 
Eucharist with you, for the ministers, the presider is Ɵme well spent. 
 
How we pray also differs from person to person. Some join with friends to pray a 
decade of the rosary, the glorious mysteries. Others quietly reread the scriptures 
on the newsleƩer. Others prefer to be present to God in silence. 
 
Many have not seen each other since last Sunday and so will warmly greet them 
and exchange some news. 
We experience silence, group prayer and conversaƟon. While silence is the most 
important acƟvity, we can accommodate the other acƟviƟes dear to people. 
With this in mind, I ask that conversaƟons are moderate and held with a 
sensiƟvity to the brothers and sisters with you. Those praying the glorious 
mysteries, I ask that in St Patrick’s you begin 45 minutes before the beginning of 
mass (8.15 in the morning and 4.45 in the aŌernoon).  
 
Our overriding concern is that we do all we can to allow us as a community and 
as individuals to drink deeply all that Our Lord offers us while we are together.
