REFLECTION - by Nick Brodie – Liturgy Help 
 
Pope Francis draws our aƩenƟon to Peter, James and John. Understandably weary, 
they were struggling against sleep and almost missed the TransfiguraƟon enƟrely! 
‘The drowsiness of the three disciples appears to be a discordant note’, the Pope 
muses. These three disciples later fall asleep at Gethsemane! ‘This sleepiness in such 
important moments is surprising’, the Pope remarks. 
 
In this regard, the apostles can help us think about Lent. ‘It is a period’, the Pope 
suggests, ‘in which God wants to awaken us from our inner lethargy, from this 
sleepiness that does not let the Spirit express itself.’ 
 
In their sleepiness these apostles make good role models for us. Despite their 
exhausƟon, they remained open to the working of Grace. ‘We might think’, the Pope 
says, ‘that it was the light of Jesus that reawakened them.’ 
 
‘Like them, we too are in need of God’s light,’ the Pope affirms. And that light, he 
adds, ‘makes us see things in a different way: it aƩracts us, it reawakens us, it 
reignites our desire and strength to pray, to look within ourselves, and to dedicate 
Ɵme to others.’ 
 
We might someƟmes feel sleepy, in faith as in work, but we can sƟll be witnesses to 
the TransfiguraƟon if we are really open to the light of Christ.

2025 Jubilee Year of Hope  

“Everyone knows what it is to hope,” said Pope Francis. “In 
the heart of each person, hope dwells as the desire and 
expectation of good things to come, despite our not 
knowing what the future may bring. Even so, uncertainty 
about the future may at times give rise to conflicting 
feelings, ranging from confident trust to apprehensiveness, 
from serenity to anxiety, from firm conviction to hesitation 
and doubt. Often we come across people who are 
discouraged, pessimistic and cynical about the future, as if 

nothing could possibly bring them happiness.  
 
“For all of us, may the Jubilee be an opportunity to be renewed in hope. God’s word 
helps us find reasons for that hope. Taking it as our guide, let us return to the 
message that the Apostle Paul wished to communicate to the Christians of Rome,” 
continued the pope.   
 
The Year of Jubilee follows the Year of Prayer in 2024, which was declared by the 
pope on Jan. 21. Since then, Pope Francis has urged the faithful to pray for peace, 
especially amidst the wars in Ukraine, Israel, and Palestine. The Dicastery for 
Evangelization released a free “Teach Us to pray” guidebook for the Catholic 
faithful.

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An Atmosphere of Prayer and Communion 
 
The building we gather in for Eucharist is correctly called the house of the 
Church. It is the house where we, the faithful, gather. The building is important 
because of the people. 
 
Preparing for Eucharist will differ for each person. Preparing the readings before 
coming is an excellent pracƟce to adopt. Once in the house with our companion 
missionary disciples, Ɵme spent praying for those who will celebrate the 
Eucharist with you, for the ministers, the presider is Ɵme well spent. 
 
How we pray also differs from person to person. Some join with friends to pray a 
decade of the rosary, the glorious mysteries. Others quietly reread the scriptures 
on the newsleƩer. Others prefer to be present to God in silence. 
 
Many have not seen each other since last Sunday and so will warmly greet them 
and exchange some news. 
We experience silence, group prayer and conversaƟon. While silence is the most 
important acƟvity, we can accommodate the other acƟviƟes dear to people. 
With this in mind, I ask that conversaƟons are moderate and held with a 
sensiƟvity to the brothers and sisters with you. Those praying the glorious 
mysteries, I ask that in St Patrick’s you begin 45 minutes before the beginning of 
mass (8.15 in the morning and 4.45 in the aŌernoon).  
 
Our overriding concern is that we do all we can to allow us as a community and 
as individuals to drink deeply all that Our Lord offers us while we are together.

Toefuata'iga - (Toy-foo-ah-tah-ing-ah) is a 13-year-old primary school student 
from Samoa. Samoa may be a country surrounded by water, but access to clean 
drinking water is scarce in some areas, with many families facing extreme 
hardship as a result. 

Toefuata’iga’s school community struggled without reliable access to clean 
water, which impacted students’ education and hygiene. Teachers often had to 
leave the school to fetch water from nearby homes, disrupting lessons and 
adding strain to the community. When the water ran out at the school. students 
were sent home which meant they missed out on valuable learning time. 

Thanks to the support of Caritas Australia in partnership with Caritas Samoa, 
Toefuata’iga’s school now has a 10,000 L water tank through a Water, 
Sanitation, and Hygiene (WASH) program. Teachers and students now have 
access to clean drinking water at their school and are able to focus on 
education. 

“Now that we have the water tank, things are so much better, we can stay at 
school all day, and I get to spend more time learning and playing with my 
friends. I’m happy that we don’t have to go home early anymore.” – said 
Toefuata'iga.
