He said to the man who looked after the 
vineyard, "Look here, for three years now I have been coming to look for fruit on 
this fig tree and finding none. Cut it down: why should it be taking up the ground?" 
"Sir," the man replied "leave it one more year and give me time to dig round it and 
manure it: it may bear fruit next year; if not, then you can cut it down."'

REFLECTION - by Fr Michael Tate – Liturgy Help 
 
PoliƟcs, Economics, and the Gardener 
There was a terrible disaster when a building fell down killing eighteen people. Some 
said, ‘Oh, those killed must have been sinners, they or their parents.’ Jesus 
repudiates that noƟon: ‘No, it wasn’t for anything they did.’ It was clear to Jesus that 
they were the vicƟms of poor construcƟon and condiƟons at Siloam. Look at the 
builder.  
  
Responsibility needs to be brought home to those who would otherwise hide behind 
a religious ideology, or the sheer self-interest of evading blame for a situaƟon.  
  
To idenƟfy those really responsible may well require major changes to the way 
society is organised.  
  
Does it all seem too difficult? 
 Jesus helps us with a metaphor:  
  
You are like a fig tree which may not be 
bearing much fruit just now, 
but, I am a terrific gardener:  
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I will water you, dig around you, make sure you are well nourished 
So that you will bear the fruits I desire. 
  
Our Lord does that by:  
  
watering us with the waters of bapƟsm;  
pruning us, especially during Lent;  
nourishing us with the bread of life in Holy Communion.  
  
We might pause at various Ɵmes during Lent to allow Our Lord to garden us so that 
he may create a heavenly botanical garden, a new Eden, of the whole of humanity.

2025 Jubilee Year of Hope  

“Everyone knows what it is to hope,” said Pope Francis. “In 
the heart of each person, hope dwells as the desire and 
expectation of good things to come, despite our not 
knowing what the future may bring. Even so, uncertainty 
about the future may at times give rise to conflicting 
feelings, ranging from confident trust to apprehensiveness, 
from serenity to anxiety, from firm conviction to hesitation 
and doubt. Often we come across people who are 
discouraged, pessimistic and cynical about the future, as if 

nothing could possibly bring them happiness.  
 
“For all of us, may the Jubilee be an opportunity to be renewed in hope. God’s word 
helps us find reasons for that hope. Taking it as our guide, let us return to the 
message that the Apostle Paul wished to communicate to the Christians of Rome,” 
continued the pope.   
 
The Year of Jubilee follows the Year of Prayer in 2024, which was declared by the 
pope on Jan. 21. Since then, Pope Francis has urged the faithful to pray for peace, 
especially amidst the wars in Ukraine, Israel, and Palestine. The Dicastery for 
Evangelization released a free “Teach Us to pray” guidebook for the Catholic 
faithful.

The building we gather in for Eucharist is correctly called the house of the 
Church. It is the house where we, the faithful, gather. The building is important 
because of the people. 
 
Preparing for Eucharist will differ for each person. Preparing the readings before 
coming is an excellent pracƟce to adopt. Once in the house with our companion 
missionary disciples, Ɵme spent praying for those who will celebrate the 
Eucharist with you, for the ministers, the presider is Ɵme well spent. 
 
How we pray also differs from person to person. Some join with friends to pray a 
decade of the rosary, the glorious mysteries. Others quietly reread the scriptures 
on the newsleƩer. Others prefer to be present to God in silence.
