REFLECTION - by Dianne Bergant—Liturgy Help  
  

Lent ends on a note of wonder. In the face of 
all the mighty works that God has already 
performed for the people, God promises 
something even more magnificent. 
  
Throughout this season we have reflected on 
the marvels that God accomplished in the lives 
of the people, cuƫng a covenant with 
Abraham, leading the people out of bondage, 
revealing God's own personal name, bring 

them into a land that is bursƟng with life. Now God says: You haven't seen anything 
yet. 
  
The first reading proclaims that something new is about to appear. In the gospel, this 
new thing unfolds before our eyes. Here we see Jesus neither rejecƟng the law nor 
changing it. Instead, he shows that the law, as good as it might be, serves something 
higher. He shows that the mercy and compassion of God exceed the authority of the 
law. Once again we see that the readings of Lent are less concerned with 
morƟficaƟon and penance than they are with divine graciousness and our response 
of joy and thanksgiving. 
  
Paul is not saƟsfied with the blessings of the past. In fact, he considers them rubbish 
when compared with knowing and being united with Christ. Life with Christ 
transforms us from people who are caught in sin to women and men who have been 
forgiven. Life in Christ is the new thing that God has fashioned for us. God is the one 
who creates something new; we are the ones who are re-created.

She was an acƟve member of the Chicago Catholic/Jewish 
Scholars Dialogue (1988-2017) and sat on the editorial boards of The Bible Today (1979-2005), Biblical 
Theology BulleƟn (1990-2014), Catholic Biblical Quarterly (1992-2001), New Theology Review (1997-2003), 
Teaching Theology and Religion (2003-2005), and Chicago Studies (2003-2009). She has taught and lectured 
in many places in the United States and abroad and has wriƩen numerous books, arƟcles and chapters in 
books.

2025 Jubilee Year of Hope  

“Everyone knows what it is to hope,” said Pope Francis. “In 
the heart of each person, hope dwells as the desire and 
expectation of good things to come, despite our not 
knowing what the future may bring. Even so, uncertainty 
about the future may at times give rise to conflicting 
feelings, ranging from confident trust to apprehensiveness, 
from serenity to anxiety, from firm conviction to hesitation 
and doubt. Often we come across people who are 
discouraged, pessimistic and cynical about the future, as if 

nothing could possibly bring them happiness.  
 
“For all of us, may the Jubilee be an opportunity to be renewed in hope. God’s word 
helps us find reasons for that hope. Taking it as our guide, let us return to the 
message that the Apostle Paul wished to communicate to the Christians of Rome,” 
continued the pope.   
 
The Year of Jubilee follows the Year of Prayer in 2024, which was declared by the 
pope on Jan. 21. Since then, Pope Francis has urged the faithful to pray for peace, 
especially amidst the wars in Ukraine, Israel, and Palestine. The Dicastery for 
Evangelization released a free “Teach Us to pray” guidebook for the Catholic 
faithful.

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An Atmosphere of Prayer and Communion 
 
The building we gather in for Eucharist is correctly called the house of the 
Church. It is the house where we, the faithful, gather. The building is important 
because of the people. 
 
Preparing for Eucharist will differ for each person. Preparing the readings before 
coming is an excellent pracƟce to adopt. Once in the house with our companion 
missionary disciples, Ɵme spent praying for those who will celebrate the 
Eucharist with you, for the ministers, the presider is Ɵme well spent. 
 
How we pray also differs from person to person. Some join with friends to pray a 
decade of the rosary, the glorious mysteries. Others quietly reread the scriptures 
on the newsleƩer. Others prefer to be present to God in silence. 
 
Many have not seen each other since last Sunday and so will warmly greet them 
and exchange some news. 
We experience silence, group prayer and conversaƟon. While silence is the most 
important acƟvity, we can accommodate the other acƟviƟes dear to people. 
With this in mind, I ask that conversaƟons are moderate and held with a 
sensiƟvity to the brothers and sisters with you. Those praying the glorious 
mysteries, I ask that in St Patrick’s you begin 45 minutes before the beginning of 
mass (8.15 in the morning and 4.45 in the aŌernoon).  
 
Our overriding concern is that we do all we can to allow us as a community and 
as individuals to drink deeply all that Our Lord offers us while we are together.
