It was by the Sea of Tiberias, and it
happened like this: Simon Peter, Thomas called the Twin, Nathanael from Cana in
Galilee, the sons of Zebedee and two more of his disciples were together. Simon
Peter said, 'I'm going fishing.' They replied, 'We'll come with you.' They went out
and got into the boat but caught nothing that night.

It was light by now and there stood Jesus on the shore, though the disciples did not
realise that it was Jesus. Jesus called out, 'Have you caught anything, friends?' And
when they answered, 'No,' he said, 'Throw the net out to starboard and you'll find
something.' So they dropped the net, and there were so many fish that they could
not haul it in. The disciple Jesus loved said to Peter, 'lt is the Lord."' At these words 'It
is the Lord,' Simon Peter, who had practically nothing on, wrapped his cloak round
him and jumped into the water. The other disciples came on in the boat, towing the
net and the fish; they were only about a hundred yards from land.

As soon as they came ashore they saw that there was some bread there, and a
charcoal fire with fish cooking on it. Jesus said, 'Bring some of the fish you have just
caught.' Simon Peter went aboard and dragged the net to the shore, full of big fish,
one hundred and fifty-three of them; and in spite of there being so many the net
was not broken. Jesus said to them, 'Come and have breakfast.' None of the
disciples was bold enough to ask, 'who are you?'; they knew quite well it was the
Lord. Jesus then stepped forward, took the bread and gave it to them, and the same
with the fish. This was the third time that Jesus showed himself to the disciples after
rising from the dead.

The Gospel of the Lord.
Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ.
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REFLECTION by Fr Michael Tate
You know I love you

You and |, like Peter, are enabled by
grace to repent of our betrayals of Our
Lord, some major, most minor, and to
claim: “Lord, you know that | love you.”

But, this claim has to be evidenced by
concrete action. In the case of Peter it
was to feed and shepherd “my lambs, my sheep.” What will manifest our professed
love? In the words of Father Richard Rohr, it is to love what God loves.

Of course, we have to love our fellow human beings, but leaving it there would be
inadequate. “For God so loved the cosmos as to give the Son.” (Jn 3:16,17) So what
must we do?

Recall, Our Lord says elsewhere, “You are the Salt of the Earth.” You must preserve
the Earth so that it does not decay and so that it is a suitable habitation for all the
creatures, including us, for whom the Earth is a common home.

He went on: “You are the Light of the Cosmos.” You are the enlightened mind and
the enflamed heart of the whole cosmos, enabling it to understand its existence and
to love God for it.

We could pause for a moment to reflect on the words of Pope Francis: “We, the
women and men of the Church, we are in the middle of a love story and each of us
is a link in this chain of love. And if we do not understand this, we have understood
nothing of what the Church is.”

The Year of Jubilee follows the Year of Prayer in 2024, which was declared by the
pope on Jan. 21. Since then, Pope Francis has urged the faithful to pray for peace,
especially amidst the wars in Ukraine, Israel, and Palestine. The Dicastery for
Evangelization released a free “Teach Us to pray” guidebook for the Catholic
faithful.

The building we gather in for Eucharist is correctly called the house of the
Church. It is the house where we, the faithful, gather. The building is important
because of the people.

Preparing for Eucharist will differ for each person. Preparing the readings before
coming is an excellent practice to adopt. Once in the house with our companion
missionary disciples, time spent praying for those who will celebrate the
Eucharist with you, for the ministers, the presider is time well spent.

How we pray also differs from person to person. Some join with friends to pray a
decade of the rosary, the glorious mysteries. Others quietly reread the scriptures
on the newsletter. Others prefer to be present to God in silence.

Many have not seen each other since last Sunday and so will warmly greet them
and exchange some news.

We experience silence, group prayer and conversation. While silence is the most
important activity, we can accommodate the other activities dear to people.
With this in mind, | ask that conversations are moderate and held with a
sensitivity to the brothers and sisters with you. Those praying the glorious
mysteries, | ask that in St Patrick’s you begin 45 minutes before the beginning of
mass (8.15 in the morning and 4.45 in the afternoon).
