"My 
son," Abraham replied "remember that during your life good things came your way, 
just as bad things came the way of Lazarus.

But that is not all: between us and you a great gulf has been fixed, 
to stop anyone, if he wanted to, crossing from our side to yours, and to stop any 
crossing from your side to ours." 
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'The rich man replied, "Father, I beg you then to send Lazarus to my father's house, 
since I have five brothers, to give them warning so that they do not come to this 
place of torment too." "They have Moses and the prophets," said Abraham, "let 
them listen to them." "Ah, no, father Abraham," said the rich man "but if someone 
comes to them from the dead, they will repent." Then Abraham said to him, "If they 
will not listen either to Moses or to the prophets, they will not be convinced even if 
someone should rise from the dead."'

Reflection – Fr Adrian Farrelly 
  
What happens to us when we die? 
Our funeral liturgies in many cases sound like canonisation liturgies. The 
proclamation that the one who died is now in heaven seeing God face to face. He or 
she is a saint. The words of the funeral ritual do not say this is out of place because 
that is the hope for a loved one who has passed from this life to the next.  
  
Are we correct in thinking like this that no one will miss out on being happy in 
heaven? We have heard angry people who have been robbed of a loved one scream 
that the perpetrator will rot in hell. Can the dictators of the twentieth century 
instrumental for the deaths of millions find themselves in heaven sharing a 
community of love and peace with those they killed? We never dismiss that God’s 
grace could be received at the moment of death and that even people like that – 
Stalin, Hitler, Pol Pot, Mao Tse Tung - could acknowledge with true sorrow the evil 
they have done and be forgiven.  
  
Jesus himself taught clearly that leaving this life and embracing eternal happiness is 
not a foregone conclusion. God wants all to be saved to enjoy seeing God face to 
face. But we have the power to upset God’s deepest desire for ourselves. By choice, 
even at the moment of death we could be so self-absorbed, so blind to the needs of 
others that we could not receive even God’s love. Being in heaven with all these 
others who have love at the centre of their lives would be a hellish experience. 
  
Today’s gospel account of Lazarus (the only named character in any of the stories of 
Jesus) and the rich man who dined in ways condemned by the prophet Amos 
centuries before is a case in point. Both men die. Lazarus is happy in the bosom of 
Abraham, the father of the chosen people, while the rich man finds himself in 
torment. 
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 In the next life, the roles the two men had in this life are reversed. More than that, 
the story indicates that the time for caring for another is over. There is a gulf, and 
no one can go from one side to the other. The Lord wants us to realise this and act 
accordingly so that we find the happiness we deeply long for. This is more than 
wishful thinking. This is decisive action. 
  
 Profession of Faith

2025 Jubilee Year of Hope  
“Everyone knows what it is to hope,” said Pope Francis. “In the heart of 
each person, hope dwells as the desire and expectation of good things 
to come, despite our not knowing what the future may bring. Even so, 
uncertainty about the future may at times give rise to conflicting 
feelings, ranging from confident trust to apprehensiveness, from 

serenity to anxiety, from firm conviction to hesitation and doubt. Often we come 
across people who are discouraged, pessimistic and cynical about the future, as if 
nothing could possibly bring them happiness.  
 
“For all of us, may the Jubilee be an opportunity to be renewed in hope. God’s word 
helps us find reasons for that hope. Taking it as our guide, let us return to the message 
that the Apostle Paul wished to communicate to the Christians of Rome,” continued 
the pope.   
 
The Year of Jubilee follows the Year of Prayer in 2024, which was declared by the pope 
on Jan. 21. Since then, Pope Francis has urged the faithful to pray for peace, especially 
amidst the wars in Ukraine, Israel, and Palestine. The Dicastery for 
Evangelization released a free “Teach Us to pray” guidebook for the Catholic faithful.
